All Saints prepares for its 21% season of caring for the homeless;
veteran volunteers offered opportunity for “early-bird” sign up

Preparations have begun for All Saints’ 21* season of caring for homeless persons in
our community—our shelter will open its doors again on Saturday, October 2. Experienced
PADS volunteers will receive a letter in early August offering them an opportunity to sign-up
for their preferred dates and shifts before the season starts. In addition, PADS Co-Site Direc-
tors, Monika Fiedler and Tom Germuska , are inviting members who would like to join the
leadership team to contact them and discuss how they can help.

Letters describing the “early-bird” sign up program were mailed to everyone who
helped in the PADS shelter last season. The mailing includes a postcard listing all of the dates the shelter will be open
between Oct. 2 and April 30, 2011. Volunteers who return the preference-card before the end of August will have their
names put in “the book™ and receive a confirmation of their commitment. Just as in previous seasons volunteers will be
able to make adjustments to their schedule if necessary and a shift coordinator will call to reconfirm in the week before
they are scheduled to help.

The early-bird mailing also will include ordering information for “uniforms” being offered for the first time to
volunteers for PADS at All Saints. Although they are not required, the work-wear will provide a means for shelter guests
to identify the volunteer staff. The polo and long-sleeve tee shirts will have a distinctive logo, Tom said and they will be
priced marginally above cost with the surplus going to the PADS fund.

Monika and Tom are looking for two Volunteer Coordinators and a Site Manager to join the Leadership Team.
Time-commitments of the Volunteer Coordinators (first and second shifts) are approximately one hour each week to
make reminder calls to volunteers and assure that the shelter is fully staffed. Site Managers assume operational responsi-
bility for the shelter one weekend each month we are open. They provide leadership for volunteers and are a resource to
assure observance of Journeys from PADS to HOPE policies.

Members who would like to share this fulfilling ministry as a shelter volunteer should plan now to attend training,
Monika said. Juniors and seniors in high school can be PADS volunteers with permission of a parent or guardian, she
added, and can use the hours to fulfill community-service requirements. Training is required for volunteers who work
face-to-face with guests in any Journeys from PADS to HOPE shelter; all PADS volunteer training is conducted at Jour-
neys’ Hope Center , 1140 E. Northwest Highway , in Palatine . Training will be offered on Sat., Aug 21 and Sept. 8, 14,
25 and 30; week day training begins at 7 p.m., Saturday sessions are at 1 p.m. A complete list of training dates is avail-
able on the Journeys’ web site www.padstohope.org.

BACK TO SCHOOL is Just Around the Corner!

It’s almost that time of year again — Back to School! Back to school shopping, new classes and new routines. Make
it easier on yourself and your kids by following these few simple rules:

1. Back to school shopping is probably the most stressful and most expensive part of getting the kids ready for the new
school year. It doesn't have to be though. Start your school shopping when the previous year ends so that you are not
out in the rushed crowd trying to find all the supplies your children need.
